Like many of you, I am wondering when 

the Covid precautions will end.��I was 

hoping that the mask recommendations 

would end on November 1

st

, but that was 

not to be the case.�

�

The Massachusetts Department of Education and the Cath-

olic Schools Office extended the mask mandate for stu-

dents until January 15

th

.��This would allow 10 days or so 

after the holiday travel before masks would be removed.�

It is my plan to keep mask recommendations in the church 

in sync with the school requirements.��So, until January

, the CDC, the MDE, the CSO and I recommend wear-

ing masks in church.��

questions might divide congregations that already have 

enough dividing issues.�
